NATURE NOTES BY
HONORABLE JERRY BURGESS

Growing up in Appalachia my elementary school prin-

cipal made sure that every student did one task before
moving onto middle school - learn about your local
trees. For most of us, trees were part of our culture.
Many children had family members in logging and oth-
ers were raised on the lore and demise of the American
Chestnut. Other classmates had family members who
relied on the forest ecosystem to survive whether it was
from subsistence living, foraging, ginseng for ailments,
or gathering nuts and acorns for flour. Indeed, every
elementary school student was required to make a tree
botanical collection to learn about the role and benefits
that our community relied on from the surrounding
trees and forests. We learned many interesting facts,
such as how the Luna Moth needed persimmon, sweet
gum, walnut or hickory trees to complete its life cycle
and survive. Many of us relied upon honey as our major
sweetener and
we learned
that the tulip
tree is a major
nectar source
for honeybees.
We learned
that our forest
friends helped
clean the air

HONORABLE JERRY BURGESS

Al crecer en Appalachia, el director de mi escuela
primaria se asegurd de que cada estudiante hiciera una
tarea antes de pasar a la escuela secundaria - aprenda
sobre sus arboles locales. Para la mayoria de nosotros,
los arboles eran parte de nuestra cultura. Muchos
ninos tenian familiares en la tala y otros se criaron en
la tradicion y la desaparicion de la castafia americana.
Otros compaiieros tenian familiares que dependian del
ecosistema forestal para sobrevivir, ya sea de una vida
de subsistencia, forrajeando, ginseng para las dolencias,
o recolectando nueces y bellotas para harina. De hecho,
a cada estudiante de escuela primaria se le pidi6 que hi-
ciera una coleccion botanica de arboles para conocer el
papel y los beneficios en los que se basé nuestra comu-
nidad de los arboles y bosques circundantes. Nosotros
aprendimos muchos hechos interesantes, como, por
ejemplo, como la Polilla Luna necesitaba caqui, arboles
de goma dulce, nogal o la nuez dura para completar su
ciclo de vida y sobrevivir. Muchos de nosotros con-
fiamos en la miel como nuestro endulzante principal

y nos enteramos de que el tulipan es una fuente im-
portante de néctar para las abejas. Aprendimos que
nuestros amigos del bosque ayudaron a limpiar el aire
de particulas y contaminacion asociada con las minas
de carbon. Muchas mariposas, pajaros y otras criaturas
simplemente no podrian existir sin arboles. Pero no
cualquier arbol - arboles que son nativos de nuestra

from particles and pollution associate with the coal

mines. Many butterflies, birds, and other creatures sim-
ply could not exist without trees. But not just any tree

— trees that are native to our region of North America.
Native trees serve all sorts of practical purposes and

we learned that lesson in elementary school. Well, that
was 40 years ago and now my wife and I love living in
Brentwood. Brentwood does not have any forests, but

it does have a lot of trees. Unfortunately, the two most
common trees (Zelkova and Bradford Pear) are not use-
tul for any ecological purpose and in fact well over half
of all the trees in Brentwood are ecologically inert. This
means they are not part of food chains or life cycles

for organisms, or aid butterflies, moths, birds, etc. in a
meaningful way. So, as the trees in your yard become
diseased or fail of old age, we ask that you consider re-
placing them with native trees that will benefit wildlife
and you. Over the next few newsletters, we will profile
some of the more attractive native tree species. That
way we all will be better stewards and make my elemen-
tary school principal proud.

We want everyone to enjoy
this special time of year, but we want to remind you of the
potential dangers during the summer months.

Ticks

Ticks are responsible for a variety of illnesses that can be
very serious. Here are a few ways to protect your family.
X Protective clothing (long sleeves, long pants,

tucking pants into socks)

X Tick/bug repellant (Available for pets as well)

X Staying in the center of paths and keeping away from over-
grown areas

X Avoid sitting directly on the ground

X Perform tick checks on all family members every day
X Calling the doctor for any concerns and questions

Helmet Safety

X A properly fitting helmet must be worn whenever

a child is on wheels. This means bicycles, scooters, skates,
rollerblades, skateboards and more!

X Be sure the right type of helmet is being used. For example,
a bike helmet needs to be used for biking.

X Lead by example. Moms and dads should wear helmets
too.

Pedestrian Safety

X Teach children to walk, not run, across the street, making
contact (when possible) with drivers nearby.

X Children should cross only with an adult or an older re-
sponsible child, avoiding running out from between parked
cars.

X Use sidewalks whenever possible.

X Always hold your child’s hand near any moving or parked
vehicles.

Dehydration and Heat-Related Illnesses

X Keeping well hydrated is very important. Do not wait until
you're thirsty to have a drink.

X Avoid strenuous activity during peak sun hours (10 am- 6
pm). Look for shade and take lots of breaks.

Summer First Aid Kits

Every family should have at least one first aid kit at home
which is well stocked and readily accessible.

X Kids get lots of cuts and scrapes. Keep a stocked first aid kit
in the car and one to bring on trips.
