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Brentwood Police Chief Summer Safety Tips

What are the rules/guidelines to follow when leaving kids home alone?
The following is what is considered acceptable by child protective services.
Children aged 7 and under should not be left alone for any period.

Children ages 8-10 should not be left alone for more than three hours.

Children ages 11-13 should not be left alone for more than 12 hours.

Children ages 14-15 should not be left alone for more than 24 hours.

Children ages 16-17 may be left alone for over 24 hours with a plan in place concerning how to respond to an emergency.
Things to consider with babysitting services.

Children under age 11 should not provide childcare (babysitting)

Children age 11-15 who are placed in a childcare role are subject to the same time restrictions of being left alone as listed above.
Children ages 16-17 may be left alone for more than 24 hours with adequate adult backup supervision.

Tips for Parents Keeping Them Safe at Home

Have an area for emergency contact information and ensure the child knows where it is located.

Ensure they know how to call the police and what to expect when they call. Role-play it out.

Have an emergency escape plan in place and practice it several times per year.

Train them to keep the doors and windows locked at all times.

Discuss with them to not open the door to anyone that you have not approved of.

Have set check-in times with them throughout the day to ensure they are safe.

Leave them a daily plan of activities/chores to keep them occupied.

CODE ENFOCEMENT DE LA OFICINA DE APLICACION DE CODIGOS

Dogs, cats, and other animal pets shall be always
confined to the premises of their owners, except when
under the immediate and effective control of said
owner or custodian, specifically on a leash not to exceed
six feet in length.

§ 18-5 Actions considered a public nuisance.

A. No owner shall fail to provide effective care and
control of his pets to prevent them from becoming
a public nuisance. Excessive, continuous or
untimely barking, howling or making of other
noises, molesting passersby, chasing vehicles,
habitually attacking other domestic animals,
trespassing upon school grounds or trespassing
upon any other property in such a manner as to
damage the property or excreting on property
other than that of the owner shall be deemed a
nuisance.

B. No person owning, keeping or having custody of a
pet, except a disability assistance animal, shall
allow or permit the pet's solid waste to remain on
property, public or private, not owned or
possessed by that person, including streets or
private property, without the consent of the owner
or occupant thereof. The person owning, keeping
or having custody of the pet shall immediately
remove and properly dispose of the excrement
deposited by the animal.

Violations of this chapter shall be punishable as a
municipal infraction as provided in this chapter and the
Brentwood Code. The fine for the first violation shall
be $50, and the fine for the second and subsequent

violations will be $200. o

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Special Meeting Brings Residents,
Comumunity Leaders Together

The Town of Brentwood hosted a Special Meeting on
Tuesday, May 16, 2023, to discuss traffic safety on 38t
Street. Elected leaders Senator Malcolm Augustine,
Delegate Diana Fennell, and Delegate Julian Ivey as
well as representatives from the Maryland State
Highway Administration were all in attendance.

Brentwood Deputy Chief Alli began the meeting with
an overview of the traffic concerns on 38 Street and
the number of accidents over the last few years. Alli
concluded his report by asking for additional safety
measures along 38™ Street, which is owned by the
State, including an all-way stop sign at the intersection
with Allison Street.

Residents spoke about their own experiences living
and traveling on 38t% Street and how the traffic and
accidents have increased over the years. Residents
asked for the State to look for long-term solutions and
asked the Town to find short-term solutions that could
make an impact immediately.

As a result of the meeting, the Town Council
committed to moving forward with a comprehensive
traffic study for the entire town and introduced
legislation that would improve visibility at
intersections and busy streets. The State Highway
Administration committed to a 9o-day traffic study of
38t Street and promised to bring back the quarterly
community conversations on Zoom.
