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POLICE CHIEF FRIENDLY REMINDER

All fireworks (including sparklers) are ILLEGAL in Prince
George's County. It is the law, & residents must know the
law to avoid monetary fines & even time in court. Most
importantly, the law is designed to keep residents free
from physical harm & damage to property. If you travel
to another jurisdiction where it is legal to possess
Jireworks & use them, remember these important

safety tips:

Always use fireworks outside and have a bucket of
water/hose nearby in case of accidents.

Designate a safety perimeter.

If you have ground-based fireworks like a fountain,
spectating from at least 35+ feet away is best.

For aerial fireworks, you’ll want everyone to move back to
at least 150+ feet.

Ditch faulty fireworks. Sometimes fireworks don’t go off,
but duds always pose a risk. The important thing to know
is that you should never try to reignite or approach a failed
firework. Let the duds sit for 5-10 minutes before putting
them in a water bucket. This can prevent injury from a
delayed explosion and disarm the firework permanently so
you can safely dispose of it.

Supervise children when they are handling sparklers.
Sparklers burn at about 2,000+ degrees Fahrenheit—hot
enough to melt some metals. Sparklers can quickly ignite
clothing, & children have received severe burns from
dropping sparklers on their feet or touching body parts.

Don’t forget about your pets! Fireworks can be extremely
stressful for pets, but there are ways to help reduce their
fear & anxiety. Keep your pets indoors. Close the curtains
or blinds and turn on the TV or radio to provide some
distraction. Treating toys filled with their favorite food
(frozen pumpkin puree, peanut butter, & apple sauce are
good options) may also help keep their minds busy &
distract them from the fireworks. Soak both spent &
unused fireworks in water for a few hours before
discarding them. Never place a part of your body directly
over a firework or hold a firework in your hand when
lighting. To safely light fireworks, make sure they are
secured on the ground away from people & animals, & use
a stem lighter such as a grill lighter.

Si se trata de fuegos artificiales aéreos, es mejor que todo el
mundo se aleje al menos 150 pies o mas.

Deshazte de los fuegos artificiales defectuosos. A veces los
fuegos artificiales no explotan, pero los defectuosos siempre
suponen un riesgo. Lo importante es saber que nunca debes

intentar volver a encender o acercarte a un fuego artificial

defectuoso. Déjelos reposar de 5 a 10 minutos antes de
meterlos en un cubo de agua. Esto puede evitar lesiones por
una explosion retardada y desactivar los fuegos artificiales de
forma permanente para que pueda deshacerse de ellos con
seguridad.

Supervise a los nifios cuando manipulen bengalas. Las
bengalas arden a mas de 2.000 grados Fahrenbheit,
temperatura suficiente para fundir algunos metales. Las
bengalas pueden prender fuego rapidamente a la ropa, y los
nifios han sufrido quemaduras graves por dejar caer bengalas
sobre sus pies o tocar partes del cuerpo.

No se olvide de sus mascotas! Los fuegos artificiales pueden
ser muy estresantes para las mascotas, pero hay formas de
reducir su miedo y ansiedad. Mantenga a su mascota dentro
de casa. Cierre las cortinas o persianas y encienda la
television o la radio para distraerlos. Déles juguetes rellenos
de su comida favorita (puré de calabaza congelado,
mantequilla de cacahuete y salsa de manzana son buenas
opciones) para mantener su mente ocupada y distraerlos de
los fuegos artificiales.

National Night Out is on Tuesday, August 1, 2023, in
Bartlett Park. National Night Out began 40 years ago as
part of an effort to bring neighbors together to promote
safety & community while working with local police
departments. The first few National Night Outs were
simple affairs: people would turn on their front porch lights
and sit on their porches and talk. This community action
was seen as a sign of unity and a commitment to looking out
for each other by getting to know one’s neighbors and
working with the police to deter crime.

Over the years, National Night Out has grown to include
millions of people and thousands of cities and towns across
America. Brentwood will be celebrating with its new Chief
of Police, Calvin Washington, along with the entire
Brentwood Police Department and special appearances by
other public safety officials.

New this year, the Brentwood Police Department will
provide child identification kits to its residents. The kit
allows parents to easily collect specific information about
their children, to be kept safe at home, in case of an
emergency. “We intend to strengthen the relationship with
the community by creating partnerships to make our
community safer,” says Police Chief Washington.

“This is our way to connect with citizens to educate them on
ways to protect their children and family members. When
people living in Brentwood think about the ideal
community, they envision a neighborhood where people
can go out, laugh, dance, and have good conversations with
their neighbors.

While others are great
at absorbing stormwater for when the rains come.

Here’s a summary of the discussion and our next steps. If you
missed the gathering & want to get involved, contact
info@brentwoodmd.gov or come to the next meeting on
Saturday, July 15, 2023, at 9 AM at Town Hall.

The Green Team is making sure we take actions to remain
recognized by Sustainable Maryland, including finding out
about options for composting and natural mosquito traps,
planning & promoting annual Earth Day clean-ups,
maintaining native spaces, exploring renewable energy
options, & making sure we're all following town ordinances
and resolutions related to sustainability.

Tree Committee is planning to update the tree inventory,
review & update the arborist survey, create a proposal for town
maintenance of trees, and work with the PGC Department of
the Environment & Brentwood Public Works with the
Maryland Urban Tree Grant initiative.

The arts, Education & Outreach Team is looking into painting
storm drains, exploring a Green Fair / Green Job Fair, looking
at costs for translation services for events and materials,
education around tree placement and recycling, working with
Gateway Arts District on environmental education and art, and
grants and research.

Food Justice Team is focusing on researching resident demand
and options for a local farmers market and community garden,
exploring how we can share home garden abundance,
workshops on canning and preserving, dietary education, and
finding ways to promote spring and fall plant sales.

Brentwood Native Plant Network is working on the Network
native spaces certification project. Neighbors in the Network
may qualify for an attractive yard sign designed by a local
artist, which will indicate that the yard is contributing to
biodiversity and providing essential habitat for birds,
butterflies, and other pollinators critical to healthy
ecosystems.

During nighttime hours, unreasonable noise is a
public nuisance and is prohibited. If the noise occurs
on a continuous or intermittent basis and is audible
more than 50 feet from the private property where
such noise is occurring or more than 50 feet from the
noise source on public property, then there is a
presumption that the noise is unreasonable and that a
public nuisance exists. Location of sources of the
sound or noise would include but is not limited to,
motor vehicles, pedestrians, garages, homes, public
spaces, and commercial establishments. The
following, among others, are declared to be
unreasonable nighttime noises but said enumeration
shall not be deemed exclusive, namely, noise from:

Any alarm, bell, chime, horn, whistle, or similar
device.

The loading or unloading of any vehicle or trash
receptacle.

Motor vehicles are operated in such a manner as to
create loud & unnecessary grating, grinding, rattling,
or other noise.

The operation or use of any tool or equipment,
including but not limited to construction equipment,
lawnmowers, power tools, hammers, drills, &
generators.

The warming or idling of motor vehicles, including
but not limited to motorcycles, buses, &trucks, & the
unreasonable or repeated idling, acceleration &
deceleration of such vehicles.

Yelling, shouting, hooting, whistling, or singing.

Amplified noise, including vibrations of subaudible
frequencies.

Any device for killing, trapping, attracting, or
repelling insects or other pests.
