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NATURE NOTES NOTAS SOBRE LA NATURALEZA

December is here! Many are predicting a wet and
snowy winter this year. That means that our Town and
many residents will be using “salt” to melt ice on the
roads, but how does salt melt ice? What does it do to
the environment and are there alternatives? Let’s look
at the science! The salt applied to icy roads in the
winter is like what comes out of your saltshaker.
Britannica Also known as sodium chloride (NaCl), the
ionic compound salt lowers the freezing point of the
water, which means that water can’t freeze at 32°F
anymore so it can’t stay or become ice. Often, cities
use calcium chloride (CaCl2), another type of salt, on
their icy streets. Calcium chloride is more effective at
melting ice because it can break down into three ions
instead of two: one calcium ion and two chloride ions.
More ions mean more ions getting in the way of those
rigid ice bonds to melt ice to water.

Does salt on the roads impact our rivers, trees, and
environment? About 22 million tons of salt are
scattered on the roads of the U.S. annually. In water,
road salt dissolves into calcium and chloride ions. The
melted ice moves down our sidewalks and roads into
storm drains. Our storm drains don’t have any filters
between them and our local waterways, like our
Northwest Branch of the Anacostia River.
Unfortunately, chloride is superb for the environment.
It can kill aquatic animals, and that can affect other
animal populations in their food web like Maryland
crabs, salamanders, frogs, and fish. Chloride also
dehydrates and Kkills plants and can alter soil
composition, making it harder for vegetation to grow.
Salt can also harm our pets. Some types of ice melt are
highly toxic when ingested, while others cause
irritation to your pet’s paws, skin, and/or mucous
membranes.

How can we keep our streets and sidewalks safe while
also keeping our environment safe and healthy?
Purchase eco-friendly and pet-safe ice melt as safer
alternatives — find them at your local hardware store.
Apply it to your sidewalk before a weather event
instead of at the end of a storm and use only enough to
get the job done — don’t over-salt. There’s also ice melt
made from beet juice, sugarcane molasses, and cheese
brine that can reduce the overall chloride load on the
environment.

Diciembre ya esta aqui. Muchos predicen un invierno
himedo y nevado este afo. Eso significa que nuestra
ciudad y muchos residentes utilizaran "sal" para derretir
el hielo de las carreteras, pero como derrite la sal el
hielo? Qué consecuencias tiene para el medio ambiente y
existen alternativas? Echemos un vistazo a la ciencia. La
sal que se aplica a las carreteras heladas en invierno es
como la que sale de tu salero. Britannica También
conocido como cloruro sédico (NaCl), el compuesto
i6nico sal reduce el punto de congelacion del agua, lo que
significa que el agua ya no puede congelarse a 32°F, por
lo que no puede permanecer o convertirse en hielo. A
menudo, las ciudades utilizan cloruro célcico (CaCl2),
otro tipo de sal, en sus calles heladas. El cloruro célcico
es mas eficaz para derretir el hielo porque puede
descomponerse en tres iones en lugar de dos: un ion
calcio y dos iones cloruro. Mas iones significa mas iones
que se interponen en los rigidos enlaces del hielo para
fundirlo en agua.

La sal en las carreteras afecta a nuestros rios, arboles y
medio ambiente? Cada afio se esparcen por las carreteras
de EE.UU. unos 22 millones de toneladas de sal. En el
agua, la sal de carretera se disuelve en iones de calcio y
cloruro. El hielo derretido se desplaza por nuestras
aceras y carreteras hasta los desagiies pluviales. Nuestros
desagiies pluviales no tienen ningan filtro entre ellos y
nuestras vias fluviales locales, como nuestra rama
noroeste del rio Anacostia. Por desgracia, el cloruro es
muy malo para el medio ambiente. Puede matar a los
animales acuaticos, y eso puede afectar a otras
poblaciones animales de su red alimentaria, como los
cangrejos de Maryland, las salamandras, las ranas y los
peces. El cloruro también deshidrata y mata las plantas y
puede alterar la composicion del suelo, dificultando el
crecimiento de la vegetacion. La sal también puede dafar
a nuestras mascotas. Algunos tipos de fundente para
hielo son muy tbéxicos cuando se ingieren, mientras que
otros causan irritacion en las patas, la piel y/o las
mucosas de las mascotas.

Como podemos mantener la seguridad de nuestras calles
y aceras y, al mismo tiempo, proteger el medio
ambiente? Compre fundentes de hielo ecologicos y aptos
para mascotas como alternativas mas seguras:
encuéntrelos en su ferreteria local. Aplicalo en la acera
antes de un fenémeno meteorologico, no al final de la
tormenta, y utiliza sélo la cantidad necesaria para
realizar el trabajo. También hay fundentes de hielo a
base de zumo de remolacha, melaza de cafia de azticar y
salmuera de queso que pueden reducir la carga total de
cloruro en el medio ambiente.

FIRE & LIFE SAFETY ISSUES DURING THE WINTER

The potential impact of the winter may disrupt
electrical service in our homes. The following are
easy-to-follow tips that will help residents when using
alternative light and electrical sources during power
outages:

+ If using candles, make sure they are placed on a
stable piece of furniture in sturdy holders that will
not tip over.

* Keep candles away from anything combustible,
such as clothing, books, paper, curtains, or
decorations.

* Check portable electric heaters for
frayed/damaged wires and ensure they are clean
and placed on a flat-level surface. Use only “listed”
by an approved testing laboratory equipment and
follow the manufacturer’s instructions.

* Do not use extension cords with portable space
heaters, the extension cord can overheat and cause
a fire.

+ If you use kerosene fuel-fired fire heaters, use only
“K-1” kerosene fuel. Never fill the unit inside,
instead remove it to the exterior after it has cooled
down then refuel.

* Open a window enough to provide proper
ventilation for fuel-burning appliances.

+ Make sure your smoke alarms are working
properly by testing them. Additionally, ensure your
guests are aware of all available exits if a fire
occurs and have them meet at a designated
location outside.

Residents are reminded to make every attempt to
reach out to the elderly to ensure they are prepared
and safe during winter weather. We encourage you, if
possible, to offer to pick up essential items for the
elderly and test their smoke alarms and carbon
monoxide detectors.

Keep snow and ice

5 feet away from fire
hydrants.

In case of fire, firefighters need to be

able to get to the hydrants quickly to
protect people and property.

Si usa calentadores de fuego que funcionan con
combustible de queroseno, use solo combustible de
queroseno "K-1". Nunca llene la unidad por dentro, en
lugar de eso, saquela al exterior después de que se haya
enfriado y luego reposte.

Abra una ventana lo suficiente para proporcionar una
ventilacion adecuada para los aparatos que queman
combustible.

Aseguarese de que sus detectores de humo funcionen
correctamente probandolos. También asegurese de
que sus invitados conozcan todas las salidas
disponibles en caso de que ocurra un incendio y
pidales que se reinan en un lugar designado afuera.
