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President Ronald Reagan unveils a postage stamp of scholar Carter G. Woodson in observance
of Black History Month on Wednesday, February 2, 1984.

Black History Month began in 1915, a half-century after the Thirteenth Amendment abolished the practice of chattel slavery in
the United States of America. In that same year, a Harvard-trained historian named Carter G. Woodson and a minister
named Jesse Moorland founded the Association for the Study of Negro Life. This organization was dedicated to researching
and promoting the achievements of Black Americans as well as those in the African diaspora.

Known today as the Association for the Study of African American Life and History (ASALH), the group sponsored a national
Negro History Week in February of 1926. ASALH chose the second week of February as both Abraham Lincoln and Frederick
Douglass celebrated birthdays that week. The event inspired communities all over the country to organize local celebrations,
establish historical associations, and host performances and lectures.

In the decades that followed, mayors of cities across the county began issuing proclamations recognizing Negro History Week
and by the 1960s (largely due to the Civil Rights Movement) Negro History Week had expanded to Black History Month on
many college campuses.

President Gerald Ford officially recognized Black History Month in 1976, calling upon the public to seize the opportunity to
honor the too-often neglected accomplishments of Black Americans in every area of endeavor throughout our history.
Since 1976, every American president has designated February as Black History Month and endorsed a specific theme.

The Black History Month 2023 theme, Black Resistance, explores how African Americans have resisted historic and ongoing
oppression, in all forms, especially the racial terrorism of lynching, racial pogroms, and police killings, since the nation's
earliest days.

Black History is being made all the time. The most recent close to home is our new governor. Governor Wes Moore was sworn
in on Wednesday, January 18, 2023. Wes Moore is the first African American to be elected as Governor of Maryland and the
third African American to hold the office in United States history.

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El Presidente Ronald Reagan desvela un sello de correos del académico Carter G. Woodson
en conmemoracién del mes de la historia negra, el 2 de febrero de 1984.

El Mes de la Historia Negra comenzo en 1915, medio siglo después de que la Decimotercera Enmienda prohibiera la
esclavitud en Estados Unidos. Ese mismo ano, un historiador formado en Harvard llamado Carter G. Woodson y un
ministro llamado Jesse Moorland fundaron la Asociaciéon para el Estudio de la vida Negra. Esta organizacién se
dedicaba a investigar y promover los logros de los negros estadounidenses, asi como los de la didspora africana.

Conocida hoy como la Asociaciéon para el Estudio de la Vida y la Historia Afroamericanas (ASALH), el grupo
patrociné una Semana Nacional de la Historia de los Negros en febrero de 1926. La ASALH eligi6 la segunda
semana de febrero porque tanto Abraham Lincoln como Frederick Douglas celebraban su cumpleafios esa semana.
El acontecimiento inspir6 a comunidades de todo el pais a organizar celebraciones locales, crear asociaciones
histéricas y acoger actuaciones y conferencias.

En las décadas siguientes, los alcaldes de ciudades de todo el pais empezaron a publicar proclamas reconociendo la
Semana de la Historia de los Negros y, en la década de 1960 (en gran parte debido al Movimiento por los Derechos
Civiles), la Semana de la Historia de los Negros se habia convertido en el Mes de la Historia Negra en muchos
campus universitarios.

El presidente Gerald Ford reconoci6 oficialmente el Mes de la Historia Negra en 1976, haciendo un llamamiento al
publico para que aprovechara la oportunidad de rendir homenaje a los logros, a menudo olvidados, de los negros
estadounidenses en todos los ambitos de nuestra historia. Desde 1976, todos los presidentes estadounidenses han
designado febrero como Mes de la Historia Negra y han respaldado un tema especifico.

El tema del Mes de la Historia Negra 2023, Resistencia Negra, explora como los afroamericanos han resistido la
opresion historica y actual, en todas sus formas, especialmente el terrorismo racial de los linchamientos, los
pogromos raciales y los asesinatos policiales, desde los primeros dias de la nacion.

La historia de los afronorteamericanos no deja de escribirse. La mas reciente cerca de casa es nuestro nuevo
gobernador. El gobernador Wes Moore jurd su cargo el miércoles 18 de enero de 2023. Wes Moore es el primer
afroamericano elegido gobernador de Maryland y el tercer afroamericano que ocupa este cargo en la historia de
Estados Unidos.

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Save our trees from invasive vines
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Notas sobre la naturaleza

All year you can see vines growing on our trees. At first
look, you wouldn’t think that the vines are a slow and
deadly hazard. Join the Tree Committee to “free the trees”
from invasive vines.

What’s itnvasive about a vine? Well, first let’s look at what
isn’t invasive. “Native plants” are plant types that have
existed historically in that area. In the USA, these plants
have existed before European colonization. Native plants
are those plants adaptable to the climate and the soil
conditions of that area. Native plants feed our bees, birds,
and butterflies, and help control stormwater and keep our
water clean. Like shrubs and trees, vines can be planted to
make a pretty landscape, or they can be helpful by
providing berries for birds. Native vines include Virginia
creeper, climbing hydrangea, trumpet or coral
honeysuckle, and many more. Even poison ivy is native —
but don’t plant it or touch it if you’re allergic!

Non-native plants are types that haven’t existed
historically in an area but have been introduced due to
human activities. They have the potential to spread widely
and quickly, establish themselves, and out-compete other
species in the same area. Non-native plants can pose a
threat to native plants and don’t support ecosystem health
as well as native plants do. Scientists have found that when
native plants decline or disappear, the populations of
plant-eating insects shrink and become less diverse like
butterflies, moths, dragonflies, and beetles.

Invasive plants are those that were either intentionally or
accidentally moved to an area where they didn’t exist
naturally, and where they cause harm to native plants and
the local ecosystem. Invasive plants without natural
predators or diseases that might have kept them
controlled within their home ranges can spread out of
control. Their introduction and growth are likely to cause
economic or environmental harm or harm to human
health. Maryland Department of Agriculture keeps an
invasive plant list of plants that are banned or discouraged
from sale depending on their risk to the environment.
English ivy and kudzu can grow aggressively, steal
nutrients and sunlight from trees, crowd tree branches,
weigh trees down increasing the risk of breaking or falling
in a storm, and stress the tree can make it a target for
unwanted pests. The Brentwood Tree Committee is
freeing the trees by helping residents with some simple
steps to remove invasive vines to help keep trees healthy,
save money, and reduce hazards. If you need help or want

Unete al Comité de Arboles para "liberar a los arboles" de las
enredaderas invasoras.

Por qué es invasiva una enredadera? Bueno, primero veamos
qué no es invasor. Las "plantas aut6ctonas" son tipos de
plantas que han existido histéricamente en esa zona. En
Estados unidos., son plantas que han existido antes de la
colonizacion de los europeos. Las plantas aut6ctonas son las
que se adaptan al clima y a las condiciones del suelo de la
zona. Las plantas autoctonas alimentan a nuestras abejas,
pajaros y mariposas, y ayudan a controlar las aguas pluviales
y a mantener limpia nuestra agua. Al igual que los arbustos y
los 4rboles, las enredaderas pueden plantarse para
embellecer el paisaje o pueden ser ttiles para proporcionar
bayas a los pajaros. Entre las enredaderas autoctonas estan la
enredadera de Virginia, la hortensia trepadora, 1a madreselva
trompeta o coral y muchas mas. Incluso la hiedra venenosa
es autdctona, pero no la plantes nila toques si eres alérgico.

Las "plantas no nativas" son tipos que no han existido
histéricamente en una zona pero que se han introducido
debido a las actividades humanas. Tienen el potencial de
extenderse amplia y rapidamente, establecerse y competir
con otras especies de la misma zona. Las plantas no nativas
pueden suponer una amenaza para las plantas nativas y no
contribuyen a la salud del ecosistema tan bien como las
plantas nativas. Los cientificos han descubierto que cuando
las plantas autoctonas disminuyen o desaparecen, las
poblaciones de insectos que se alimentan de plantas
disminuyen y se vuelven menos diversas, como las
mariposas, las polillas, las libélulas y los escarabajos.

Las "plantas invasoras" son aquellas que se han trasladado
de forma intencionada o accidental a una zona donde no
existian de forma natural y donde causan danos a las plantas
autdctonas y al ecosistema local. Las plantas invasoras que
no tienen depredadores naturales ni enfermedades que las
mantengan controladas en su zona de origen pueden
propagarse sin control. Es probable que su introduccién y
crecimiento causen dafios econ6micos, medioambientales o
para la salud humana. El Departamento de Agricultura de
Maryland mantiene una lista de plantas invasoras prohibidas
o desaconsejadas en venta en funciéon de su riesgo para el
medio ambiente. La hiedra inglesa y el kudzu pueden crecer
de forma agresiva, robar nutrientes y luz solar a los arboles,
amontonar las ramas de los arboles, hacerlos mas pesados
aumentando el riesgo de que se rompan o caigan en una
tormenta, y el estrés del arbol puede convertirlo en objetivo
de plagas no deseadas. El Comité de Arboles de Brentwood
esta "liberando a los arboles" ayudando a los residentes con
algunos pasos sencillos para eliminar las enredaderas
invasoras para ayudar a mantener los arboles sanos, ahorrar
dinero y reducir los peligros.

A note from Bates regarding recycling

Most items that we use every day especially
containers and paper-based products are made of
materials that can be used over and over again.
Recycling is collecting used materials that would
otherwise be thrown away, then breaking down and
remaking these materials into new products. When
we recycle more, we are saving resources and
sending less trash to landfills and incinerators.
That’s good for the environment.

Our crews pick up the recyclable materials from
your bin or cart, dump them all into a collection
truck, and take them to a specially designed
Materials Recovery Facility or MRF. At the MRF,
recyclable items are sorted by type, shredded or
crushed, baled, and loaded onto tractor-trailer
trucks to be shipped to factories or mills to be re-
manufactured.

All your clean recyclables can go into the cart. No,
they are separating. Do not put recyclables into
plastic bags. Just place items loose into the cart.

No bin will be collected if there are non-
recyclable items in it.
