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Women’s History Month was first celebrated in 1987, but the true origins of the recognition date back further. Women's
History Month started as a local celebration in Santa Rosa, California — Women’s History Week. This year’s National
Women’s History Month theme is Women Who Advocate for Equity, Diversity and Inclusion. Past themes include
Women Taking the Lead to Save Our Planet in 2009, and 2021, Providing Healing, Promoting Hope in 2022, and
Celebrating Women Who Tell Our Stories in 2023.

President Jimmy Carter issued the first presidential proclamation declaring the week of March 8, 1980, as National
Women’s History Week. Congress later passed Public Law 100-9 in 1987 designating March as Women’s History Month,
Since 1995, each U.S. president has issued annual proclamations designating the month of March as Women’s History
Month. The United Nations has sponsored International Women’s Day since 1975. When adopting its resolution on the
observance of International Women’s Day, the United Nations General Assembly cited the following reasons:” To
recognize the fact that securing peace and social progress and the full enjoyment of human rights and fundamental
freedoms require the active participation, equality, and development of women; and to acknowledge the contribution
of women to the strengthening of international peace and security.

March is Women's History Month The Library of Congress, National Archives and Records Administration, National
Endowment for the Humanities, National Gallery of Art, National Park Service, Smithsonian Institution, and United
States Holocaust Memorial Museum join in commemorating and encouraging the study, observance, and celebration of
the vital role of women in American history.

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In December 2023, the Town of Brentwood wrapped up
participating in the National League of Cities (NLC)
Race, Equity, and Leadership (REAL) inaugural cohort
of 10 municipalities from across the US. REAL
empowers participants with essential tools for leading
racial equity, promoting effective communication,
envisioning a more racially equitable future, and
implementing equitable policies. The program
underscores the vital role of data and community
engagement in shaping strategies, prioritizing the needs
of those most affected by racial inequities while
considering the distribution of benefits and burdens.

On January 24, 2023, CM Monroe led a virtual Racial
Equity Meeting with more than 20 residents and the
support of Mayor Treminio-Lopez, Vice Mayor Leggin,
CM Rauk, CM Taylor, TA Gaston, Chief Alli, and Town
Clerk Moran. A recording of the meeting can be found
on the Town’s YouTube page. Below is a summary of the
discussion:

Setting the Stage - The meeting began by emphasizing
the importance of inclusivity in discussions.

Addressing Challenges - Attendees talked about some of
the current challenges affecting residents. Topics
included accessibility, families lacking internet access,
improving services, making the website easier to
navigate, and the need for stronger connections between
the Town and its residents.

Unpacking Healthcare and Education - Participants
explored the intersection of healthcare and education,
uncovering systemic challenges impacting the
community. Issues like limited access to healthcare and
the intricate relationship between schools and public
health are discussed, emphasizing the need for
collaborative solutions.

Blueprint Funding and Advocacy - The focus
transitioned to advocacy, particularly Blueprint funding
and its critical role in supporting education initiatives.
Strong Schools Maryland was highlighted as an
organizing force. Participants discussed how to
safeguard funding and promote community involvement
in advocating for educational resources.

Closing Thoughts and Future Steps - The meeting
concluded with reflections on the evening's discussions.
Participants expressed interest in staying informed.
Plans for future meetings and the possibility of in-
person events if the weather is reasonable were
considered.

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CODE ENFOCEMENT

DE LA OFICINA DE APLICACION DE CODIGOS

§ 301-1 Abandoned vehicles prohibited.

A. No person shall leave any abandoned vehicle at
any place within the Town, and no owner,
lessee, or custodian in charge of any lot, field,
road, street, lane, or other property shall permit
any abandoned vehicle to remain on such
property within the Town.

B. The term "abandoned vehicle" means any motor
vehicle, trailer, or semitrailer:

1. That is inoperable and left unattended
on public property for more than 48
hours.

2. That has remained illegally on public
property for more than 48 hours.

3. That has remained on public property for
more than 48 hours and:

1. Is not displaying currently valid
registration plates; or

2. Display registration plates of another
vehicle.

4. That has remained on private property for
more than 48 hours and:

5. Isinoperable in that one or more of its major
mechanical components, including but not
limited to the engine, transmission, drive
train, and wheels, is missing or not
functional, unless such vehicle is kept in an
enclosed building or as permitted by Subtitle
13 or Subtitle 27 of the Prince George's
County Code; or

6. Is not displaying currently valid registration

plates; or

Is displaying registration plates of another

vehicle.

C. Any partially dismantled, wrecked, or junked

motor vehicle may be presumed to have been or be

abandoned.

D. Any person violating this section may be

deemed to be guilty of a misdemeanor, the penalty

for which shall not exceed a fine in the amount of
$1,000 and/or imprisonment for a term not to
exceed six months.

§ 301-2 Removal and impoundment of

vehicles.

It shall be lawful for the Mayor and Town Council,

acting through the duly appointed police or any

other agency hereafter designated by the Mayor and

Town ' Council, to remove from the streets,

roadways, and alleys in the Town of Brentwood and

to impound any vehicle left more than 48 hours on
the streets, roadways, and alleys in the Town of

Brentwood.
