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It may be hard to imagine that before 1970, a factory could spew black clouds of toxic smoke into the air or dump

tons of toxic waste into a nearby stream, and that was perfectly legal. They could not be taken to court to stop it.

Earth Day was first observed on April 22, 1970, when an estimated 20 million people nationwide attended the
inaugural events at tens of thousands of sites including elementary and secondary schools, universities, and

community sites across the United States. Senator Gaylord Nelson promoted Earth Day, calling upon students to

fight for environmental causes and oppose environmental degradation with the same energy that they displayed in

opposing the Vietnam War.

In July 1970, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) was established in response to the growing public
demand for cleaner water, air, and land—its mission is to protect the environment and public health. Earth Day also
was the precursor of the largest grassroots environmental movement in U.S. history and the impetus for national
legislation such as the Clean Air and Clean Water Acts. At the turn of the twenty-first century, the EPA announced
new requirements for improving air quality in national parks and wilderness areas and establishing regulations

requiring more than 9o percent cleaner heavy-duty highway diesel engines and fuel.

El Dia de la Tierra se celebr6 por primera vez el 22 de abril de 1970, cuando se calcula que 20 millones de
personas de todo el pais asistieron a los actos inaugurales en decenas de miles de lugares, como escuelas
primarias y secundarias, universidades y lugares comunitarios de todo Estados Unidos.

Team, Tree Committee, and Native Plant

today! Earth Day was founded in 1970 as a
day of education about environmental issues.

The holiday is now a global celebration that
focuses on green living and confronting the
climate crisis. Elected to the U.S. Senate in
1962, Senator Gaylord Nelson, a Democrat
from Wisconsin, was determined to convince
the federal government that the planet was at
risk.

In 1969, Nelson considered one of the
leaders of the modern environmental
movement, developed the idea for Earth Day
after being inspired by the anti-Vietham War
“teach-ins” that were taking place on college
campuses around the United States.

According to Nelson, he envisioned a large-
scale, grassroots environmental
demonstration “to shake up the political
establishment and force this issue onto the
national agenda.” By raising public
awareness of pollution, Nelson hoped to
bring environmental causes into the national
spotlight.

During the 1970s, several important pieces of
environmental legislation were passed,
including the Clean Air Act, the Water
Quality Improvement Act, the Endangered
Species Act, the Toxic Substances Control
Act, and the Surface Mining Control and
Reclamation Act. This is also when the
Environmental Protection Agency began and
was tasked with protecting human health
and safeguarding the natural environment—
air, water, and land.

MARYLAND CHILD SAFETY SEATS/SEATBELTS
Under Maryland law, you must secure any children
that you are driving in a passenger vehicle.

Age 0-7: Any child, age 0-7, who is shorter than 4
feet, 9 inches, must be secured in a child safety seat.
If a child is less than 8 years old, but at least 4 feet, or
9 child safety seats tall, they must be secured in
either a child safety seat or a seat belt.

Age 8-15: Any child under age 16 must be secured in
either a child safety seat or a seat belt. This means
any child restraint device, including a booster seat,
that the manufacturer certifies to meet federal
standards. The law requires that you use the child
safety seat be used according to its instructions, and
the instructions of the vehicle manufacturer.

The Maryland Department of Health recommends
that babies and young toddlers ride rear-facing as
long as possible. A child should ride in a rear-facing
seat until reaching the maximum weight or height of
the seat. A typical infant-only (carrier style) seat may
be used to 22 pounds - though a few new infant-only
seats have weight limits of 30 - 35 pounds. Once a
child outgrows the infant-only seat, a rear-facing
convertible seat should be used. Convertible seats
may be used rear-facing until 30 - 45 pounds.
