2025 BLACK HISTORY MONTH

WHEREAS, the origins of Black History Month date back to 1915 when Dr. Carter G.
Woodson founded the organization known today as the Association for the Study of
African American Life and History; and

WHEREAS, every year, the Association for the Study of African American Life and
History sets a theme for Black History Month, and the theme for 2025 is, “Afiican
Americans, and Labor, focuses on the various and profound ways that work and
working of all kinds - free and unfiree, skilled, and unskilled, vocational and
voluntary — intersect with the collective experiences of Black people.”; and

WHEREAS, despite these accomplishments, systemic racism persists in the United
States, generating continued calls for lasting institutional and societal change so
desperately needed in our country; and

WHEREAS, we celebrate the diversity of Black people in the Town of Brentwood, our
nation and the Black diaspora, whether they self-identify as African, African American,
Afro-Latino, Afro-Caribbean, or Black; with this year’s Black History Month theme of
“African Americans and Labor” which focuses on the various and profound ways that
work and working of all kinds - free and unfree, skilled, and unskilled, voeational and
voluntary — intersect with the collective experiences of Black people and has helped to
shape our county, state, and region; and

WHEREAS, today and every day, we celebrate African Americans and Labor, and
encourage all people to recognize and confront systemic racism in our neighborhoods and
the wider community by standing in the gap at every opportunity, bridging barriers with
fearlessness and determination to fight against racism and bigotry and improve
representation of Black people, not only in the world of labor but all facets of our society.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Rocio Treminio-Lopez, Mayor of Brentwood, Maryland, do
hereby proclaim February 2o25 as Brack History MoNTH and encourage everyone to
observe this month by acknowledging the history and challenges faced by African
Americans and paying tribute to this community for its strength, perseveranee, character,
and contribytions, all of which enrich our lives.

Black History Month began in 1915, a half-century after
the Thirteenth Amendment abolished the practice of
chattel slavery in the United States of America. In that
same year, a Harvard-trained historian named Carter
G. Woodson and a minister named Jesse Moorland
founded the Association for the Study of Negro Life.
This organization was dedicated to researching and
promoting the achievements of Black Americans as well
as those in the African diaspora.

Known today as the Association for the Study of African
American Life and History (ASALH), the group
sponsored a national Negro History Week in February
of 1926. ASALH chose the second week of February as
both Abraham Lincoln and Frederick Douglass
celebrated birthdays that week. The event inspired
communities all over the country to organize local
celebrations, establish historical associations, and host
performances and lectures.

In the decades that followed, mayors of cities across the
county began issuing proclamations recognizing Negro
History Week and by the 1960s (largely due to the Civil
Rights Movement) Negro History Week had expanded
to Black History Month on many college campuses.

President Gerald Ford officially recognized Black
History Month in 1976, calling upon the public to seize
the opportunity to honor the too-often neglected
accomplishments of Black Americans in every area of
endeavor throughout our history.

Since 1976, every American president has designated
February as Black History Month and endorsed a
specific theme.

/ THE FOUNDERS OF
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El Mes de la Historia Negra comenz6 en 1915, medio
siglo después de que la Decimotercera Enmienda
prohibiera la esclavitud en Estados Unidos. Ese mismo
ano, un historiador formado en Harvard llamado Carter
G. Woodson y un ministro llamado Jesse Moorland
fundaron la Asociacion para el Estudio de la vida Negra.
Esta organizacion se dedicaba a investigar y promover
los logros de los negros estadounidenses, asi como los de
la diaspora africana.

Conocida hoy como la Asociacion para el Estudio de la
Vida y la Historia Afroamericanas (ASALH), el grupo
patrociné una Semana Nacional de la Historia de los
Negros en febrero de 1926. La ASALH eligi6 la segunda
semana de febrero porque tanto Abraham Lincoln como
Frederick Douglas celebraban su cumpleafios esa
semana. El acontecimiento inspir6 a comunidades de
todo el pais a organizar celebraciones locales, crear
asociaciones histéricas y acoger actuaciones 'y
conferencias.

En las décadas siguientes, los alcaldes de ciudades de
todo el pais empezaron a publicar proclamas
reconociendo la Semana de la Historia de los Negros vy,
en la década de 1960 (en gran parte debido al
Movimiento por los Derechos Civiles), la Semana de la
Historia de los Negros se habia convertido en el Mes de
la Historia Negra en muchos campus universitarios.

El presidente Gerald Ford reconoci6 oficialmente el Mes
de la Historia Negra en 1976, haciendo un llamamiento
al publico para que aprovechara la oportunidad de
rendir homenaje a los logros, a menudo olvidados, de los
negros estadounidenses en todos los &mbitos de nuestra
historia. Desde 1976, todos los presidentes
estadounidenses han designado febrero como Mes de la
Historia Negra y han respaldado un tema especifico.
